Decolonization Web Quest
First things first… TYPE ALL OF YOUR ANSWERS ON THIS DOCUMENT.
Answer this very short question, using complete sentences, WITHOUT USING ANY OTHER SOURCE.  This will help your brain to start thinking about the right time period and topic.

What is the purpose of colonization?  In other words, why do stronger countries colonize weaker countries?
All done?  GREAT! Please move on to the 1st step of your web quest.
1ST Step Read all directions twice to make sure you understand.  If you don’t understand, please ask Mr. Gombar (I am a paid professional).  All lines/words that are blue and underlined represent the website/link you will need to complete each step.  Simply press CTRL+click for the webpage to open up. 
2nd step Go to the United Nations and Decolonization website http://www.un.org/en/decolonization/index.shtml.  After you have gotten on the website, you should see a slide show of different pictures, some old, some new. As you look at the pictures, write down the caption of the first picture that interests you most.  (All pictures have captions.  Do not skip this step.) Once you have written the caption down answer the following questions about the picture. 

Caption: 

-What country is featured?  
-What year was the picture taken?

Phase 1: History of the Committee ( http://www.un.org/en/decolonization/history.shtml 
· When was the United Nations founded? How many people lived in dependent colonies across the globe?
· Read the two paragraphs on the Committee of 24 page. ( http://www.un.org/en/decolonization/specialcommittee.shtml  

· After reading the paragraphs, what do you believe it means to be a Non Self-Governing Territory?

· Then click on 17 Non Self - Governing Territories ( http://www.un.org/en/decolonization/nonselfgovterritories.shtml  

· Using the chart in front of you, which country is the “administrator” for most of the Non Self - governing territories?
· Read this passage from the website 
· “The Charter binds administering Powers to recognize that the interests of dependent Territories are paramount, to agree to promote social, economic, political and educational progress in the Territories, to assist in developing appropriate forms of self-government and to take into account the political aspirations and stages of development and advancement of each Territory. “
· What are the responsibilities of the “Administering Power?”
· Do you think it is necessary to have this power “watching over” the nations?  Why or why not?
Phase 2: Countries of the Committee
Once you have written the caption down and answered the questions, then go over to the left side of the screen and click Committee of 24. 

· What is the full title of the Committee of 24?

· When was it founded (started?)

· What is its purpose?  WRITE THIS IN YOUR OWN WORDS!

Once you’ve answered these questions, click on Members.

· How many members are currently a part of the Committee of 24?

· Where are majority of the countries located?  What continent?  Use this map.

· Why are there so many countries from this continent represented in the committee?

Phase 3:  Sum it up!
· Using your answers to the questions above, write/type one Power Paragraph (4-5 sentences) that discusses the following:

· What do you think will happen to the current 17 non self-governing territories if the UN Committee on Decolonization were to cease existing?
